Start
Period of silence. All checked in. (Note taker had not yet been designated so no notes were taken)

agreements (Reached after general discussion)
George has secured the Whidbey Island facility which will hold 15 people but he thinks other accommodations on the island can be pressed into service if need be. He will soon send out an invitation to all from Storyfield to attend the Northeast/Tel-A-Vision meeting on November 16th & 17th (Friday and Saturday). We do have the space. George has got a contract and has put the money down. (George must not be left with the whole bill.)

Registration will be $250 per person for the weekend. Participants will be asked to register with the full registration fee but may ask for a refund minus $75 if needed.  People can come for only a day – and they can be accommodated at the Institute.

Janet Rae will be registrar. She has a commercial web-site. Participants can pay on her site, wisdomwritings.com, by credit card and she will forward the money to George. (520) 861-0383. (Comments: Just ask for it up front. Right now we’re going to have to make un-refundable plane tickets anyhow. Ask for it up front. If they CANT come, refund up to 75 dollars.)
On Thursday, Nov. 15, there will be an additional full day with Malcolm from Australia teaching participants how to make short videos. His usual fee is $200 a day but he will charge a discounted rate to StoryField participants. The Seattle area community will also be invited. His travel costs amounting to $2500 rd trip airfare from Australia, plus food and lodging. Need to make certain that his costs, at the very least, are covered. Actual fee for us is not yet set. 

Bruce
Tuition fee needed for Malcolm event. $2500 for him to come from Australia. That’s a different dynamic: A self-help, best practices, sharing thing, vs. having a tutorial from someone so creative as Malcolm. We’ll have to really market it. Not just for this group, but others in Seattle area.) 

In two weeks, Malcolm will do a webcast from Australia, on vision videos, whole philosophy, refrain from negativity, the most important thing to do as a society, will do it with this new software. (Karen, I knew that that [Malcolm] is someone I want to listen to. It is his whole life.)

Saturday Night, Nov. 17 (or maybe Friday, to be decided) Invite people on Saturday night who were at the original Storyfield Conference to come and present to us. Adin is invited to attend. Northwest contingent (18) people from Storyfield. George will email them to organize them to present to the group and confirm their involvement.

Then Chris Jordan was on Bill Moyers, now with his exposure to the country and on the Bill Moyers’ website. Its absolutely incredible, having had an amazing spiritual experience, his work is just totally infused with spirit, and now he’s getting national exposure. The universe wants us to step into our right place, I’m just seeing that all over the place. 

George got to give a TV talk at local Twin Cities Bioneers Conference, at a coaches dinner, got to meet so and so and she says, There’s brand new software to help develop your videos, launched just a month ago.
